ACCOMMODATION, AIRPORT TRANSFERS AND WEATHER
In cooperation with the South African authorities the Secretariat has decided to select the Kopanong Hotel and Conference Centre in Johannesburg as the venue and preferred accommodation for the ANBO General Assembly from 4 to 7 March 2007. The Kopanong Hotel and Conference Centre is set in a tranquil country estate.  It is about 10 kilometers from the OR Tambo International Airport and is within 60 minutes drive from Johannesburg Central or Sandton.

Besides the extended conference facilities Kopanong has 84 fully detached villas where delegates can stay. Each villa consists of three individual rooms with private entrances. Each room has a separate bathroom, twin beds, telephone, TV, air conditioning, tea/coffee making facilities and a wall mounted safe. The hotel also consists of a Gym, Sauna, Squash Court, Tennis Court, Jacuzzi and a Swimming Pool. There is a golf driving range within walking distance. 

There are unfortunately no other hotels within close range of Kopanong. 75 Single rooms have been booked at the Kopanong Hotel for the delegates attending the ANBO General Assembly. The rates are R548.35 per person per day. This equates to approximately US$76 or Euro59. This rate includes breakfast and dinner. Reservations must be made before or on 23 February 2007 directly with the South African organizers. Delegates will be responsible for their own hotel expenses. 

An airport transfer is available to and from the hotel at a fee of R55 (Euro5). This will be payable directly to the hotel. Delegates must indicate their arrival and departure dates and the details of their arriving and departing flights including the times. The South African organizers will receive delegates at the airport and ensure that they meet with the transport to the hotel.
